Ultra Thin Mix Overlays > 3.8 / Low fatigue cracking oxidized
<1” pavement, loss of fines on pavement
surface.

Micro-Surfacing > 3.8 / Low fatigue cracking oxidized
pavement, loss of fines on pavement
surface.

Chip Seal N/A / moderate fatigue cracking,
oxidized pavement, raveling, and
rutting in wheel paths < 0.25”

Joint/Crack Seal N/A / Longitudinal and Transverse No Limit
Cracks (1/8” -1/2")

Fog Seal N/A/ Slight loss of fines <5000




2009 State Route Summary

» Treated approximately 1874 lane miles (1539 lane
miles last year). 1415 were hot mix; 460 were
maintenance treatments (mostly micro-surfacing
followed by ultra-thin mix).

 [nterstate approximately 925 lane miles (350 lane
miles last year). In 2009, mostly Conventional
Hot Mix some joint stabilization. Did 46 miles of
Concrete repair.
